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Lab reports powder found at DLI non-toxic, not a biohazard





Military police have opened two buildings quarantined Wednesday on the Presidio of Monterey after lab results from the Monterey County Health Department determined the powdery substance found there to be non-toxic.


Initial results from the Salinas lab could not determine the exact composition of the substance, but county health officials said it is nontoxic and not a biohazard.  The substance will undergo further testing to determine its composition. 


The Coastal Hazardous Material Team could not determine the type of the substance found here Wednesday, prompting experts to send the substance to the county testing facility in Salinas for further evaluation.  


Taylor Hall and a mailroom that were quarantined Wednesday as a precautionary measure are now open.


A soldier in Taylor Hall discovered a sealed envelope with a powdery substance leaking from a small opening shortly after 1 p.m. Wednesday. The envelope was immediately sealed inside another container as a precautionary measure, and all personnel were evacuated from the building and from a nearby mail facility where the letter was originally delivered.
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
