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The Defense Language Institute Foreign Language Center (DLIFLC) will conduct a memorial ceremony to honor the victims of the September 11th and remember those who sacrificed their lives on and since that day – whether in an effort to save others, in defense of our nation, or in pursuit of our enemies who planned and executed the 2001 terrorist attacks. 


The memorial will consist of three parts; a 24 hour vigil, a memorial service, and a retreat ceremony. The vigil will begin on September 10, 4:30 P.M., with the posting of the first guards who will stand guard at the base of the flagpole in 24 one-hour shifts. 


Part two of the Remembrance Ceremony is a memorial service, to be held during a combined graduation ceremony for more than 80 graduates, on September 11, 9:00 A.M., at Soldier’s Field, where the flag will be lowered to half-mast in honor of those who perished on that day two years ago. Major Warren E. Hoy, Associate Dean DLIFLC’s European and Latin American School, will speak at the ceremony.  Maj. Hoy is a survivor of the terrorist attack on the Pentagon. His office was on the third floor of the D ring (the E ring is the exterior), and was directly above the path of the airplane as it slid through the first and second floors of E, D, and C rings. As the area filled with smoke, he helped an injured fellow worker escape from the building. 


The final phase of the Remembrance Ceremony will be the closing of the vigil on September 11, 5:00 P.M., by a Joint Flag Detail consisting of members from all services. The Joint Flag Detail, at retreat, will lower the colors and pass them to the installation commander for safeguarding, ending the vigil.
