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Ordinance Removal Efforts Will Temporarily Restrict Public Access Along Eucalyptus Road

The section of Eucalyptus Road between General Jim Moore Blvd and the Parker Flats cut-off will be closed to all public use from 6:30am – 4:30pm, Monday through Thursday, until approximately the end of March 2004.  Recreational use of the road for walking, jogging, biking, etc. will now be prohibited during the aforementioned period until the unexploded ordinance cleanup near the road is completed.  The road has been closed to public vehicle use since the former Fort Ord closure in 1994. This action is necessary to protect the public and prevent unnecessary delays to the cleanup effort.


Closure signs notifying the public will be posted at the General Jim Moore and Parker Flats Cut-off intersections of Eucalyptus Road on Tuesday (27 Jan).  The unexploded ordinance contractor will provide security at the intersections and patrol the area during the closure.
